Kultury Metro Station. It was opened in 1928 and has been popular ever since. The
most popular attractions are the biggest skating rink in Europe and a museum of
modern art "Garage".

The collection ofRussian
paintings belonged to Pavel Tretyakov who gave it to the City of Moscow in 1892 as
a gift. The building ofthe gallery is very colourful and looks like a house fiom a fairy
tale.
